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Biography
I went to Durham University in the UK to do physics but found it a bit abstract and rather fell into archaeology as practical and interesting way of applying the science I had been studying. My PhD combined archaeological dating and geomagnetism and involved developing archaeomagnetic dating for sediments. I have been in the Archaeological Sciences Department in Bradford University for longer than I care to remember and am currently a Senior Lecturer in Archaeological Science. My favourite parts of the job are working as part of multi-disciplinary teams on large excavations, including Shetland, Orkney, Sri Lanka and Iran. I also really enjoy teaching science undergraduates how interesting archaeology is and archaeology undergraduates how interesting science is!
My research initially focussed on the magnetic properties of archaeological materials and their use in dating, prospection and sourcing. In recent years I have expanded my dating interests to include multi-method site chronologies involving radiocarbon, luminescence, tephra and the statistical frameworks for combining them. Recently I have been very fortunate to have a British Academy Fellowship to work on dating of Viking Age sites across the North Atlantic.
