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Biography

I ended my undergraduate studies in archaeology at University Laval in 2009 and continued at the same university at the master degree, obtained in 2012, under the supervision of Dr. James Woollett. My M.A. thesis targeted the identification of stress indicators in the faunal remains of two assemblages recovered from two archaeological sites in the westfjord peninsula, Iceland, and covering a period coinciding with the coldest period of LIA and the beginning of the modernisation of the country’s economy. 

In 2012, I began my PhD studies at University Laval. My thesis will investigate the economy of early Iceland with faunal assemblages collected in sites located in the same estate, representing different political and social classes and experiencing a different landscape. Those sites, mainly Svalbarð (church farm), Hjálmarvík (coastal) and Kúðá (inland), will provide usefull informations on farming system’s expansion and contraction of medieval Iceland and, without neglecting the possible effects of the LIA, will demonstrate the importance of political and social aspects of the economical changes identified during this critical period, that is, the colonisation.

I will be attending the meeting with many objectives in mind. I will share the final results of my master thesis to the attendees. I will also present my PhD project to my collegues and hopefully get critical and constructive comments to help optimizing it’s scope. I intend to aquire more knowledge on recent research trends, projects and methodologies applying to North Atlantic archaeology.
