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Biography
I just finished my PhD, “World Systems and Human Ecodynamics in medieval Iceland: Gasir and its Hinterlands”, and will begin an NSF sponsored post-doctoral appointment at the City University of New York this fall, continuing my research in northern Iceland.
I am an Environmental Archaeologist whose specialization is Zooarchaeology. Together with Howell M. Roberts from the Institute of Archaeology, Iceland (FSI), I am leading the Eyjafjordur Ecodynamics Project, a follow up to the Gasir Hinterlands Project. We are hoping to investigate the long term human-nature connections and socio-economics of this region. This summer, we are continuing midden excavations at Skuggi on Stadartunga land and coring and midden testing in both Horgardalur and Oxnadalur for Viking Age, medieval, and post-medieval midden materials. 
I am further working with Birna Larusdottir and Howell M. Roberts (both FSI) on the eroding fishing site at Siglunes, located at the mouth of Siglufjordur, the outermost fjord in western Eyjafjordur. Faunal materials from this site come from three distinct activity phases, roughly dated by volcanic ash layers, with Radiocarbon dates underway. Currently, the three phases are: pre-1104, 1104-1300, and post-1300. This site has the potential of informing us on the onset of large scale fishing in Eyjafjordur, potentially providing an early picture of commercial fishing in Iceland.
Aims for NABO Meeting

Beyond presenting on our work in Eyjafjordur, I am planning to partake in the workshosp on July 10/11. Aim is to utilize data from the FSI ISLEIF server to facilitate landscape analysis and exchange between practitioners from various disciplines, including history, saga analysis, geology to name a few.
I am also hoping to contribute to the outreach workshop to aid dissemination of information to a larger audience, as well as gain information from the local community.
