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Biography
I began working in the north Atlantic in 2007 as a student of Dr. McGovern (CUNY) and this year I am co-directing an NSF-funded research project entitled “Centennial Scale Human Ecodynamics in Skútustaðir N. Iceland” encompassing excavation, long term human/ecological research, as well as outreach and education in the Mývatn Region of northern Iceland.  At the center of my Ph.D. dissertation research is the 1100 year old farm called Skútustaðir; the district center farm of the southern half of Lake Mývatn, which has an incredible inter-disciplinary research history (McGovern et al 2007). Skútustaðir´s excellently-preserved long-term midden is banded with several datable volcanic tephras at close intervals. This means the resolution is ideal for studying changes in economy, ecology and exchange. My research interests are: archaeology, north Atlantic, zooarchaeology, human ecology/human ecodynamics, landscape archaeology, space, economy, the long dureé. Many thanks to my advisor, Dr. McGovern, my fellow graduate students at CUNY, and collaborators with whom I am so lucky to work.
