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The long-term farm remains at Skútustaðir have extended the archaeological record of natural resource use in Mývatn in to the late middle ages and early modern periods (1350-1910 CE), while providing a rich assemblage for comparison with well known settlement age and middle ages sites in the region (871-1350 CE). This presentation will outline interdisciplinary collaborative work toward understanding the long- term, socially regulated and sustainable use of wild birds in Mývatn. Changes through time in livestock herding strategies, and implications of changing coastal connections will be briefly addressed.
