My main research interest is to apply an archaeological long-term perspective on natural resource management and rural development. In this I use a landscape orientated and interdisciplinary research approach addressing the first-hand experience, knowledge and practice of specific social groups in interaction with their environment.  My ambition is to contribute with an archaeological landscape perspective which is relevant to current discussions concerned with social and environmental sustainability. My ongoing research ‘Commons as Hidden Resources - Analysing the Shifting Roles of the Commons in Rural Development Processes’ aim to create a better understanding of past and present forms of cooperative natural resource management in the rural regions of northern Sweden. Additional research interests are method development and Geographical Information Systems (GIS). I am coordinating the research initiative Rethinking Human Nature, which develops humanistic cross-disciplinary research based on GIS and landscape perspectives. In addition, I am a member of Uppsala University’s research network Mind & Nature which aim to understand and explain the interaction between humans and the environment in history and today.
