I completed a BA in Physical Geography at Université Laval, Québec, Canada, in 2007, and obtained a MA degree in Geographic Sciences at the same university in 2010. My MA research project was supervised by Dr. Najat Bhiry (Department of geography) and Dr. James Woollett (Department of history). The objective of my MA was to document the climate and environmental changes before, during, and after the occupation of archeological sites at Oakes bay 1, Dog Island, Labrador, Canada and the impacts of climate changes on the human activities by using geomorphological (stratigraphy and sedimentology analysis) and paleoecological (macrofossil and pollen analysis) investigations.
I am currently doing a PhD in Geographic Sciences at Université Laval, still under the supervision of Dr. Najat Bhiry and Dr. James Woollett. My PhD thesis will document the evolution of people and northern environment interactions since the Little Ice Age at archaeological sites of Oakes Bay 1 and Uivak Point located in Labrador, and Svalbard farm dated 11th century and located in the fjord Thistilfjörður, northeast of Iceland. My thesis also aims to increase knowledge about the impact of climate change on vegetation of both regions, and to document and compare the resilience and adaptability of the two communities (Inuit and Norse) to climatic and environmental changes during the last 400 years. The realisation of this project will be based on the combination of various approaches to geosciences and environmental archeology: geoarchaeology, dendroarchaeology, paleoecology, anthracology, etc.
