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Zooarchaeology provides an insight into the changes of the Norse economy, which happened around the time of major climatic/environmental events. This poster presents a summary of new data from several sites of the Eastern Settlement, and compares the utilization of marine resources and terrestrial animal husbandry in Greenland.

The large ratios of seal bones in the archaeological contexts (both coastal and far inland sites) suggest a large-scale, communally organized hunt. This reflects on past Norse economic organization and communal management of natural resources over time, with a major change caused by the 13th Century climatic fluctuation and changing geopolitics of mainland Europe.
