Vicki Szabo is an environmental historian and associate professor of History. Her research focuses on medieval North Atlantic whale use, including the textual and material evidence for whale exploitation from the late Iron Age through the Middle Ages (Monstrous Fishes and the Mead-Dark Sea: Whaling in the Medieval North Atlantic, Brill, 2008). In addition to an ongoing project aimed at creating an online virtual cetacean bone comparative assemblage, she is working with NABO members on an interdisciplinary project linking Icelandic textual evidence (sagas, laws, histories) with cetacean evidence, especially aDNA, from a range of Icelandic sites.
