I’ve recently completed a PhD in geosciences at The University of Edinburgh focused on modelling the impacts of snow variability on human ecodynamics in periods of climate change, with emphasis on the medieval Norse Greenland population. The PhD included fieldwork in Sweden and Norway which involved taking measurements of snow depth and density across forested, tundra and agricultural sub-arctic landscapes. Previously, I completed an MSc at The University of Saskatchewan in collaboration with the National Hydrology Research Institute of Canada, studying glacier contribution from the Canadian Rockies to the North and South Saskatchewan Rivers in periods of climate change. I particularly enjoy fieldwork excursions, and the MSc included field measurements of glacier melt on Peyto Glacier in the Canadian Rockies. I am currently living in London and job hunting!
Aims for NABO Meeting

I am keen to discuss the findings of my recent PhD thesis with archaeologists and North Atlantic researchers, particularly those that have worked in Greenland. I wish to present my PhD model outputs showing the likely range of snow depth and duration experienced across the medieval Norse Greenland landscape, and discuss the impact changes in snow cover could have had on the Norse society. In addition, I am keen to discuss and learn about the wider implications of long term climate change on human dynamics, including issues of masked early warning signals, adaptation and rigidity traps.
