Marcy Rockman is currently the U.S. National Park Service Climate Change Adaptation Coordinator for Cultural Resources, based in Washington, DC. Prior to NPS, she was an American Association for the Advancement of Science (AAAS) Science and Technology Policy Fellow, placed with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s National Homeland Security Research Center, also in DC. Marcy is an archaeologist by training and her long-term research focus is the landscape learning process, which is how human populations gather, share, remember, and transmit environmental information. She has conducted fieldwork across the American West and in Europe and the Middle East; her dissertation work focused on landscape learning during the Late Glacial recolonization of Britain. Before changing tracks into public policy, she worked in cultural resource management in California and Arizona. Her current role addresses impacts of climate change on cultural resources across the nation and translation of archaeological information into forms useful for federal-level adaptation and resilience. Marcy is lead editor of two volumes, including “Archaeology in Society: Its Relevance in the Modern World” from Springer Press (2012) and has published multiple other chapters and journal articles. She has a B.Sc. in Geology from the College of William and Mary, and an M.A. and Ph.D. in Anthropology from the University of Arizona.
