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Biography

Konrad is a PhD candidate in archaeology, with specialization in zooarchaeology.  He has been working in the North Atlantic as part of the NABO collaboration in Iceland and Greenland since 2004, with focus on subsistence economy of the Norse Greenlandic colonies.  As part of the Vatnahverfi and IPY projects he conducted midden excavations in the Eastern Settlement during 2006-2012 seasons. He is working on the archaeofaunal collections from core sites such as: Ø172 Tatsipataa, Ø29N Brattahlid, Ø47 Gardar and several others. His thesis is concerned with hunting and animal husbandry strategies, and Norse interactions with environment and landscapes.  The main focus is on how climate influenced food procurement strategies, their distribution and availability, and settlement patterns.  His main interests are how people respond to changing environmental conditions in the North Atlantic region, Arctic, and Subarctic.
