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Recent excavations of Norse sites in Greenland concentrated on midden deposits in the Eastern Settlement, to better understand the subsistence and economic strategies of this colony. Multiple excavations resulted in sizable collections from Ø172 Tatsipataa, Ø29N Brattahlid, Ø47 Gardar, Ø68 Timerliit, Ø74 Qorlortorsuaq, Ø171 Tasiliquloq, Ø64 Innoquassaq, and several smaller ones from the Vatnahverfi and Brattahlid areas.
Although most are still under analysis, preliminary results indicate complex patterns of sustainable, long term natural resource management in this part of Norse Greenland.  Recent advances in the zooarchaeological research in Norse Greenland will be presented in this paper.
